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The Populace Presents
“The Very Least (Almost) You Need to Know About: Heralds and Heraldry”

Welcome, mes chers amis, to another episode of my randomly occurring feature where I pick a topic and 
attempt to make it as simple as I can. To be helpful. Or funny. Preferably both.

This time, I’m bringing you Heralds and Heraldry.

Heraldry is the word for all the stuff Heralds do, although lots of people use it to mean “armory” which is the 
term for creating and registering devices—which I’ll explain soon.

Heralds do so many things that we lump them into categories.* Do you need to know them? Nope. You can 
just ask around for someone who can help with whatever you need, and it will get sorted out pretty quickly.  
But telling you about them gives me a way to organize all this, so, in order of how much I have to say about 
each group, I present Heralds!

Sign Heralds are sign language interpreters. Well, that was easy.

Voice Heralds are the loud people who are imparting information**, usually at tournaments or in court.

Protocol Heralds do a bunch of important work that you mostly don’t need to know about like tracking who 
has which awards and designing ceremonies.

Book Heralds
If you love rules, I have the most spectacular news. There’s an entire part of the SCA that’s governed by an 
extensive collection of regulations and traditions that could warm an attorney’s soul. They’re the Book Heralds, 
and they are the kind gentles who manage the registration of names and devices throughout the Society.

Registration? Names? Devices?

Registration
Everyone in the SCA is entitled to register one or more names or devices with the College of Arms. There are 
rules, but you don’t have to learn them. You can just find a friendly Herald to help. They’ll ask a few questions 
and do their best to help you find something you like that meets all the requirements***. Then your kingdom’s 
Heralds will discuss it, and then Heralds from literally all around the world will do the same. Unless something 
needs to be adjusted, it will be approved and yours forever (or until you decide to change it).

Society Names
We have to call you something. Until you pick a name you like better, it’ll probably be something like “[Your 
first name] of [Your local SCA group]”. And if that makes you happy, great! But a fun part of the game is having 
a special name that’s all your own, and the Heralds can help make that happen. (You can even have more than 
one if you want.)
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Devices
Commonly called a “coat of arms” in the outside world, your device is a one-of-a-kind graphic design that 
represents you. We have rules about what can be part of that design, which you don’t have to know because 
we have Heralds to know them for you. (You can have more than one of these too; we call the extras 
“badges”.)

Hope this helped!

* There are other ways to group Heralds, but this one works best for how I want to present the information.
** You might run into other types of loud people, but if they aren’t being loud as part of performing Heraldic 
duties then they don’t count for the purposes of this article.
*** The requirements are basically “Could reasonably have existed in period,” “No one else in the SCA or 
historically significant already has it,” and “Probably won’t offend anyone.”
